We have 
never walked this way before. This 
reminds me of the children of Israel 
as they came out of Egypt to go to 
Canaan. They had never walked that 
journey before. I am fascinated by 
how God led them. 
 
ñWhenever the cloud was taken up 
from the tabernacle, the Israelites 
would set out on each stage of their 
journey, but if the cloud was not 
taken up, then they did not set out 
until the day that it was taken 
up.  For the cloud of the L  was 
on the tabernacle by day, and fire 
was in the cloud[a] by night, before 
the eyes of all the house of Israel at 
each stage of their journeyò.  Exodus 
40:36 ï 38.   
 
From the moment they left Egypt to 
the edge of the Red Sea, up the 
crossing of the Sea to the wilderness 
journey, God ós presence was with 
them confirmed by the cloud and the 
fire. Moreso, it was a visible 
reminder for the Israelites to witness 
that God was with them. God was at 
the centre of their lives.

In 2025 we desire Godôs leading. 
Whenever we gather together or set 
our minds  on accomplishing set 
visions may we seek Godôs 
presence and guidance. From 
experience, there are times in 
ministry when I can not see the way 
forward. I have learnt over the years 

to be still and seek Godôs face. Let 
us encourage each other as a 
Church, community or individuals to 
seek Godôs guidance through the 
Holy Spirit until we arrive at Godôs 
destination. 
 
In the wilderness, when the Israelites 
had set up the Tabernacle, it is 
written that the cloud covered it by 
day and appearance of fire by night.  
Whenever the cloud lifted from the 
tent , people would set out. On the 
other hand, whenever the cloud was 
over the Tabernacle the people of 
Israel did not move. It was a period 
of waiting. They stayed as long as 
God wanted. Normally, waiting can 
be hard and testing. One of the 
important aspects in our relationship 
with God is waiting upon Him. God 
moves with his own pace. Simply, 
Godôs rule to Israel was -when the 
glory of God moves away, its time to 
move away too. The nation of Israel 
struggled on this journey because 
although they had left Egypt 
physically, their minds and hearts 
remained there. 
 
As we participate in Godôs mission 
on earth, we rely on Jesus Christ, 
our pillar of cloud during the day and 
a pillar of fire during the night. I am 
also convinced that, whenever God 
is leading our careers, families, 
dreams etc there is confirmation. My 
prayer is also that God give us the 
wisdom to discern his leading.

Path to the Station. 

This Council has again been asked to provide a footway from the back 
of the Baker Arms to the station. Brickendon has one with substantial

An easy versatile sauce that has many uses. 
Cooking time 30 minutes. 
Serves 4. 
 
Ingredients: 
2 red peppers (or orange or yellow, or a mixture) 
2 medium sized tomatoes 
1 large clove of garlic, or two small cloves 
5 anchovies from a jar, roughly chopped 
I red chilli sliced in half lengthways (optional) 
2 tablespoons of olive oil 
 
Equipment: 
Non stick frying pan with a lid 
Blender, mini chopper, or stick blender 

Method: 
Core and de-seed the peppers, then slice lengthways into thin 
strips, about a centimeter wide. 

Peel the garlic and slice in half, and quarter the tomatoes. 
Place the peppers, garlic and olive oil (plus the chilli if you are 
using it) into a nonstick frying pan and fry over a high heat 
until the edges of the peppers are blackened ï usually five to 
ten minutes. Try not to let them go too far, you still want to be 
able to see some colour in the pepper. 

Turn the heat down low and add the tomatoes and anchovies. 
Give it a stir (it might spit a bit) and put the lid on the pan. 

Leave to cook gently until the anchovies have melted and the 
tomatoes have broken down ï about 15 minutes. 

Once cooked, transfer to a blender or mini chopper and blitz until 
smooth. If you are using a stick blender transfer to saucepan 
before blitzing.  

It is now ready to use. 
 

Serving suggestions: 
This sauce is great with roast chicken breasts, baked cod, sea bass, 
fish cakes, or poured over roasted new potatoes. 
You can also use it as a pasta sauce, stir a couple of spoonfulôs into 
a risotto, or spread on a pizza base followed by your favourite top-
pings.  
 
For a vegetarian option, just leave out the anchovies. 
If you have any left over, it will keep in an airtight container in the 
fridge for a week and can be re-heated when you are ready to use it.

The other day I was delighted to find 
that a perfectly formed fairy ring had 
emerged on the grass in the garden. 
At first I thought that this finally might 
be a chance to be brave enough to trust my identification 
skills and embark on some gastronomical foraging as these 
appeared to be fairy ring champignons, prized for their good 
eating. However on closer inspection I was reminded why I 
leave this perilous pastime to others.  The gills underneath 
were decurrent, running continuously, unlike the champignon 
where they are separated from the stem. This was a fairy 
ring of the false champignon or foolôs funneléa deadly poi-
sonous mushroom.  
 
It is no surprise that endless legends and superstition have 
grown up around fairy rings given their rather unworldly and 
sometimes sudden appearance and also perhaps their occa-
sionally dangerous properties. It is considered unwise to en-
ter a ring as the fairies will cause you to dance until you are 
exhausted or expire completely.  The only way of avoiding 
this is to wear your hat on backwards as this confuses the 
fairies.  Another belief is that on entering the ring you will be-
come invisible but unable to leave. In Germany the rings are 
known as óhexenringeô and in France óRonds de Sorci¯resô or 
witchesô rings and in the Netherlands it is believed that the 
devil leaves his milk-churn in the middle and any passing 
livestock will see their milk turn sour. 
 
We now know that fairy rings arise when a spore falls on the 
ground, the mycelium creating a network with the mushroom 
caps in a circle around the outside but in past times it was 
this unexpected geometry which indicated some divine or 
supernatural influence and gave them their mystical sensibil-
ity. If you find one watch your step and donôt forget your hat.

I am sitting writing this, the weather outside not good and I am 
wondering what memories of Gardening in 2024 will be left with 
us? 
 
I was reading in a recent gardening article that the God, Janus, 
after whom January is called, had two heads - one looked 
backwards with a mixture of fondness and relief that the year 
had passed and the other was looking forwards with a 
combination of of trepidation and a rising sense of anticipation 
as to what will happen in the year ahead! 
 
One of the true joys of winter is the 
Christmas Rose, so cheerful and bright 
with the flowers hanging down slightly 
which protects them from rain. They are 
really at their best planted on a slight 
bank so that they are that bit higher and 
can be safely divided in the Spring 
when they have died back. You can 
also try taking hardwood cutings of 
Roses, Yew and also try other 
deciduous shrubs - many wonôt work but 
it is a great triumph when it does! It is such excitement when we 
see the first Spring flowers showing through. 
 
This can also be your pruning month so keep an eye open. 
Black Currants, in particular, like dormant pruning to get rid of 
wood that is more than three years old and it is also a good 
month for mulching which will encourage the plants to grow 
more young stems and open them up for fruit ripening later in 
the summer. Shrub Roses can be safely 'tidied upô now against 
future rough weather but leave your other roses until later 
unless there are any badly damaged branches which should be 
gently seen to. 
 
Happy gardening ahead for us all in 2025 and I wonder what the 
year ahead will bring.
