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We are thankful to God for 2024. 
The year 2025 has been declared 
ñYear of Spiritual Renewal and 
Wellbeingò by the Church.  We are 
encouraged to begin the year in a 
spirit of renewal. There will be 
planned events, group and personal 
programmes to be renewed 
spiritually. As such, I thought of 
exploring ways of deepening our 
relationship with God in the midst of 
lifeôs busyness and constant 
demands.  
Whatever we may engage ourselves 
with, the call to go deeper into Godôs 
presence often beckons. Yet, how 
do we cultivate a deeper relationship 
with Him amidst the noise and 
distractions? I am just going to look 
at two timeless practicesðspiritual 
retreats and immersing ourselves in 
the Word of Godðoffer 
transformative pathways to 
experience greater intimacy with 
God and spiritual renewal. 
I am one person who finds it difficult 
to find time for retreats because of 
busyness. However, whenever I 
have managed, I find it a dedicated 
time to step away from the routines 
and distractions of daily life, creating 
space to encounter God in a focused 
and intentional way. Throughout 
Scripture, we see examples of 
individuals retreating to seek God. 
Jesus Himself often withdrew to 
solitary places to pray and commune 
with His Father (Luke 5:16). 
Following His example, believers 
today find retreats to be invaluable 
for spiritual growth. 
 Silence and Solitude: One of the 
greatest gifts of a retreat is the 
opportunity for silence and solitude. 
Away from the constant hum of 
technology and responsibilities, 

silence allows the soul to listen for 
Godôs still, small voice. In our 
context, we have Churches in the 
group open for private prayers & 
silence (Brickendon & Little 
Berkhamsted Churches are open 
every day, Bayford Church- 
Wednesdays, Saturday and Sunday, 
Ponsbourne Church -Wednesdays 
9:30am -12:30 and Essendon 
Church Wednesday mornings 
9:30am Service of the Word and 
intercession prayers before the 
service.   It is in these quiet 
moments that we often hear His 
whispers of love, direction, and 
correction. 

In summer, I sometimes walk to 
Wednesday Services which is in 
another community, in the mornings 
I often meet people walking dogs- 
some will take this opportunity to 
pray and listen too.  

Rest and Reflection: Retreats 
provide a chance to rest both 
physically and spiritually. They allow 
for reflection on Godôs faithfulness, 
examination of oneôs heart, and a re-
centring of priorities around His will. 
Community and Guidance: Many 
retreats include structured teachings, 
worship, and opportunities for 
fellowship. These elements can 
deepen understanding and 
encourage believers through shared 
experiences and collective 
worship.The Word of God is a living, 
active tool (Hebrews 4:12) that 
transforms hearts and minds. If 
retreats are like mountaintop 
experiences, Scripture is the daily 
bread that sustains us in the valleys

Theresaôs journey from Zimbabwe to Essendon 

I came from a 
humble family of 
seven children and 
I was the second 
child.  I trained as 
a     Primary 
School teacher, a 
role that allowed 
me to nurture 
young minds.        
Teaching in      

Zimbabwe was not just a profession. 
It was a passion, being with the chil-
dren inspired me as they took their 
first steps into the world of learning. 
As a teenager I became very inquisi-
tive of God. The passion grew when I 
was at Teacher Training  College. I 
attended Christian Union Groups, 
prayer meetings and Bible Study 
groups. I had a lot of questions about 
life. I would read my bible and prayed 
for nearly everything. I remember at 
one of the schools, women would tell 
me their problems and I would pray 
for them, if I felt I am not able to give 
them the right guidance, I would look 
for a Pastor.  
Life took a turn when I got married to 
Solomon, embarking on a shared 
path. Together, we welcomed two 
wonderful children into our lives Kuda 
and Una. Parenthood brought its own 
joys and challenges, teaching me 
lessons in patience. As a family, 
wherever we would go, the first thing 
we would do was to look for a 
Church.  
Fast forward, in search of new oppor-
tunities and a fresh start, our family 
made the bold decision to immigrate 
to the UK in 2004. Solomon applied 
for a Highly Skilled Immigrant Visa. 

Moving to a new country was both 
exciting and daunting. We had to 
adapt to a different culture, build new 
connections, and carve out a life for 
ourselves. It was a transformative 
period that strengthened our bond as 
a family. 
In time, because Solomonôs father 
was an Anglican Priest in Africa, we 
looked for a Church of England to 
worship and settle in. God guided us 
to one. After some years at that 
Church, God revealed to the local 
Priest of that Church, Revôd Malcolm, 
that He was calling me. It took us a 
long time to come to terms with the 
vision. Personally, I felt a deeper spir-
itual sense to serve God but I did not 
know Godôs ways of calling.  Many 
people supported us as a family in 
the vocational journey and I started 
training in 2013. I am thankful to God 
for all of them. Curacy established 
me in the practical side of ministry. I 
also learnt more about British culture, 
village ministry and leadership. I have 
served God in different roles in this 
Diocese and I have been in both ur-
ban and rural settings where I have 
experienced different Church tradi-
tions.  
In my role at Hartford Hundred Group 
of Churches, I serve the community 
with the whole of my heart and I am 
thankful to God for the people I serve, 
their support, guidance and prayers. I 
am thankful to the support I get from 
other Clergy, Church Leadership and 
my family members too.  
My greatest prayer is that at the end 
of the earthly life we all obtain eternal 
life through Jesus Christ. There is joy 
in my heart in serving God.

Preheat the oven to 170C/325F/Gas 3 and line your muffin tin with paper  
cases – you may need an extra tin  for the additional cakes or just re-use the 
same tin after baking the first batch. 
Sift the cocoa powder into a bowl, add the instant coffee granules and whisk in 
the boiling water until you have a loose paste, not too thick and not to thin! Set 
aside while you combine the flour, bicarb and salt in another bowl. 
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Put the sugar, olive oil, and eggs in a larger bowl and whisk together for about 
three minutes – the mixture should aerate and thicken, while  
turning a pale yellow colour. 
Scrape the chocolate mixture into the bowl and gently whisk to combine, then 
slowly tip in the flour, bicarb, and salt. 
The result will be quite a loose batter, but this is what you want. 
Now it is time to fill the cupcake cases – as it is a loose batter an ice cream 
scoop seems to work well and gives the right amount of filling, but any large 
spoon will do. Don’t be tempted to over fill the cases as the sponges will rise up 
as they cook – about three quarters should leave enough space at the top of the 
case. 
Bake for about 20 minutes, then remove from the oven and leave to cool. At 

this point you may need to re-use the tin to use up any extra mixture.

Once the cakes have cooled, using a sharp knife cut a round hole in the middle 
of each cake and take out a small plug of sponge – don’t go right down to the 
bottom. Spoon in half a teaspoon of your favourite red jam and push the plug 
back in to the cake. You can miss this step out and go straight to the icing if you 
prefer.

Chop or grate the chocolate into thin shavings – a serrated bread knife does the 
job quite well. 
Heat the double cream in a saucepan until you can see steam rising (you don’t 
want to boil it), and then add the grated chocolate to the saucepan. Leave for a 
few minutes for the chocolate to melt and then stir it together to give a smooth 
consistency. 
Using a teaspoon, cover each cake with the icing, smoothing it out with a small 
palette knife as you go, but it doesn’t have to be perfect. 
Decorate with any toppings or sprinkles of your choice.

Dear Editor, 
I would like to correct a statement in the most recent (January 2025) 
Parish Magazine, about the proposed Bayford School parking, near to 
the block of garages, described as  "An Area of Grass". The area is in fact 
an "Award Winning Wild Flower Meadow". 
It has won a National Award (judged by Sir David Attenborough), and 
the Hertfordshire Conservation Award. It contains over 30 different 
species of wildflowers, sadly no longer common in Bayford. These at-
tract invertebrates – Bees, Moths, Butterflies, the Thick Legged Beatle, 
hundreds of Grasshoppers, Roesel's Bush Crickets, etc. In turn these are 
fed upon by Bats (we have two registered Bat Roosts nearby), Amphibi-
ans, including Great Crested Newts, and reptiles e.g. Grass Snakes. Voles 
and Harvest Mice are common, providing food for Kestrels, Barn and 
Tawny Owls. 
The Wildflower Meadow is a wonderfully functioning Ecosystem full of 
biodiversity. Under the Natural Environment and Rural Communities 
Act 2006, Local Councils have a duty to enhance biodiversity, and not 
destroy it! 
The area of Meadow is extremely wet, and so, even with mesh matting, 
cars would soon become stuck in mud as they manoeuvred, particularly 
on the Meadow Ant Mounds, used as food for Green Woodpeckers. Chil-
dren would have to wade through the mud. Underneath the land lies 
sewage pipes, which would have to be reinforced or diverted – a costly 
exercise in order for cars to park for a few minutes twice a day during 
term time. 
We should all appreciate this Bayford gem which helps to stop the de-
cline in wildlife.
